· include other things that they learn and find of interest.

· You MUST have a bibliography to show where you found your information.

You should present your findings through visual aid so that classmates may walk around the class and view your presentation. (Bristol board, cardboard backing, etc.)  Remember part of your mark is based on creativity – including cultural items for your classmates to experience is expected (music, clothing, the arts, food – make sure you have an ingredient list for allergy purposes).
